The Importance of Being on Time 
The need for students to be on time at school is apparent.  All of us know how important it is for all students 
to be on time each day.  Just as in the adult world we know that business, employers, and government offices 
have set hours and abide by them. In so doing our country has been able to develop into a great nation built 
on this concept of being responsible.  If we are late to work others have to pick up the jobs and 
responsibilities that are ours.  If we go to the postal office and it is not open as is posted then we are 
inconvenienced and perhaps cannot take care of some of the errands we had for the day.  If governmental 
offices did not open at designated times then it would be chaotic to plan on conducting business with them 
and as a result havoc would occur. 
 
If a child is late to school, not only is your child missing out on instruction that started on time in the 
classroom, other students are impacted.  By your child coming into class late then the teacher must stop 
teaching those who are punctual and address the issue of marking your child present in their attendance book 
and must try to get your child up to speed with the lesson at hand.  Consequently, the learning that was 
occurring prior to your child coming in late to class has now stopped in an effort to address your child’s 
situation.  If two or three or even more children arrive after your child, then the process repeats itself and 
learning stops for your child too.  So it is important that your child is at school on time each day.  We 
understand that there are times that you have a family situation that causes you to have your child arrive late 
to school just like in the work place.  However, even in the work place there is policy that specifies how many 
times you can be late without consequences occurring to the employee. 
 
As a middle school educator, I know that many students depend on their parents to get them to school on 
time.  Please make sure that your child is here on time and in so doing you are preparing them for the 
responsibilities that they will need to demonstrate in the workplace.
